Girls Poncho

Materials:

1 skein fun fur yarn by lion heart brand (This is the only fur yarn | have found that is able to be
machine washed and tumble dried)

4ply worsted weight acrylic yarn (at least 60z)
Size | Hook

Instructions:

With acrylic yarn chain 80 (or 72 for smaller necks) Slip stitch into first chain stitch to make a
circle (be careful not to twist)

Row 1: Chain 5, double crochet into the same chain you slip stitch into (this will make the
middle V) *chain 1, skip next chain in the ring, double crochet in the next chain stitch *Repeat
from * 20(18) times chain 2 and double crochet in the same chain stitch as the last double
crochet **chain 1, skip next chain in the ring, double crochet in the next chain stitch** Repeat
from **19(17) times. Chain 1, skip last foundation chain, slip stitch into the third chain making
the first V

Row 2: Slip stitch into the middle of the V, chain 5, double crochet into the same space, chain
1, Double crochet in the first double crochet of the previous row, *chain 1, skip chain on
previous row and double crochet into the next double crochet of the previous row* repeat from
* until chain 2 space, chain 1, double crochet in the chain 2 space, chain 2, double crochet
into the same chain 2 space, **chain 1, skip chain on previous row and double crochet into
the next double crochet of the previous row** repeat from ** until last chain 1 space, chain 1
skip last chain space, slip stitch into the third chain of the five chains at the beginning of the
row.

Row 3: Simply repeat row 2, 24 times or until desired length.

Adding fringe With Fun Fur yarn slip stitch onto foundation chain (neck) single crochet in
every stitch around to the slip stitch, slip stitch into first slip stitch, tie off and weave in ends.
Repeat for bottom. Find the middle of the poncho and slip stitch along the row all the way
around trying to keep as much yarn on the top as possible. Weave in all remaining ends.
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
